B. B u s h a n d f a m i l y , about s i x m i l e s 
f rom th i s v i l l a g e in t b e t o w n of S a n g e r ­
fieid, presented a d e s o l a t * a p p e a r a n c e 
yes terday a f t e r u o o n w h e n a representa­
t i v e of th i s paper arr ived there . Fal teu 
t imber*, pi le* of b a y a n d other mater ia l 
w e r e st i l l b laziDg a n d s m o k i n g a u d 
near ly a n acre of g r o u n d , w h i c h yes ­
terday m o r n i n g w a s covered w i t h a fine 
f a r m h o u s e , large a n d c o m m o d i o u s 
barns a n d o ther bu i ld ings , w a s literally-
s w e p t c l e a n of a l l c o m b u s t i b l e property . 

T h e fire c a u g o t iu t h e upper part of 
t h e b o u s e f r o m a c h i m n e y w h i c h h a d 
burned o a t a b o u t C o 'c lock i n t h e m o r n ­
i n g . W h i l e t h e c h i m n e y w a s b u r u i u g 
o u t it w a s w a t e r e d u n t i l a l l d a n g e r w a s 
t h o u g h t t o b e over . T h e e x c e s s i v e 
h e a t , h o w e v e r , had i g n i t e d t h e w o o d ­
work and a b o u t 9:30 A . M , l ire w a s dis­
c o v e r e d i u o n e of t h e c h a m b e r s . W a ­
ter w a s a t o n c e t h r o w n u p o n t h e d a m e s 
a n d the a l a r m w a s g i v e n , but t h e l ire 
w a s u n d e r t o o m u c h H e a d w a y , h o w e v e r , 
a n d s o o n broke o u t u p o n t b e roof a n d 
w i t h a s t rong s o u t h - w e s t w i n d b lowing ' 
t h e e n t i r e b u i l d i n g w a x Boon in n a m e s . 
T h e progress of t h e tire w a s s o rapid 
t h a t but f e w t h i n g s w e r e s a v e d f r o m 
t h e house . A s m a l l a m o u n t of c l o t h i n g 
w a s secured , b u t prac t i ca l ly e v e r y t h i n g 
w a s lost . A t t e n t i o n w a s at o n c e turned 
t o t h e o t h e r b u i l d i n g s t o w a r d w h i c h t h e 
flames a n d sparks w e r e s w e p t by t h e 
s t r o n g w i n d . T h e m i l k h o u s e , b e t w e e n 
tHe h o u s e a n d a large barn , waB s o o n o n 
fire, a l t h o u g h a n a t t e m p t w a s m a d e t o 
tear i t d o w n . N e x t t h e large b a s e m e n t 
barn "burned, t h e n three o t h e r b a r e i a a d 
a » i c e h o u s e . T h e h o p h o u s e , c o n t a i n ­
i n g w b a l e s of h o p s , b e i n g o n t h e s o u t h ­
w e s t s ide of t h e h o u s e a n d o t h e r bui ld­
i n g s , a n d a h o g p e n , w e r e s a v e d . Out ­
s i d e of t h e s e , e v e r y b u i l d i n g o n t h e 
premises w a s burned. T h e h o u s e w a s 
a s t o r y - a n d a half f r a m e b u i l d i n g , 90 
feet by 40 fee t in d i m e n s i o n s . T h e base­
m e n t barn w a s (<4 by 40, a n d t h e three 
o ther barns , 00 by 20, CO by SO. a n d 22 
by S i . T h e b a r n s w e r e fu l l of h a y a u d 
g r a i n , a n d in t h e m w e r e stored all the 
f a r m i n g i m p l e m e n t s , carr iages , e t c . 
T h e r e w a s n o s t o c t «f a n y kind iu the 
barns . 

Mr. B u s h s a y s t h e r e w a s about $10,-
000 i n s u r a n c e o n t h e bui ld iag^ a n d the 
produce w a s n o t insured . - T h e los s 
a b o v e i n s u r a n c e i s e s t i m a t e d by c o m p e ­
t e n t m e n a s a b o u t $3,000. S . A . F i t c h of 
N o r t h Brookfield insured t h e property . 

T h e p l a c e a l w a y s looked n e a t a n d 
t i d y , t h e b u i l d i n g s w e r e kept, in g o o d 
repair, a n d a l t o g e t h e r i t w a s a t ine 
c o u n t r y h o m e . It w i l l b e a l o n g t i m e 
before a s t ine b u i l d i n g s a n d a s p l e a s a n t 
a h o m e i s e s tab l i shed o n t h e o ld s i t e . 
Mr. B u s h w a s q u i t e b r o k e n d o w n u n d e r 
h i s m i s f o r t u n e a n d w a n d e r e d a b o u t be­
w a i l i n g h is lo t a n d e x p r e s s i n g h i m s e l f 
a s n o t c a r i n g t o l i v e l onger . 

T h e b u i l d i n g s o f Mr. C h a r l e s D u r f e e , 
a b o u t fifteen r o d s a w a y , h a d a v e r y nar ­
r o w e s c a p e f r o m b u r n i n g a l so .
